It is as if the world is willing to stop, for just a mo-
ment, if I demand that it let me speak to its creator, to hand off some of my burdens.

I encourage you to speak to the creator, no matter what is swirling around you this busy summer. I hope you
will find that the world will grow still for just that moment, as you and the creator discuss how you are more
valuable than the time on the clock that controls your life.
